Storyboards

To Create a Storyboard you must insert a picture in MS Word. (These instructions are for MS Word XP, but most likely this will work in earlier versions.)

Insert a picture 

***Create a table with twice as many rows as there are pictures that you will use. Make sure you have two columns. You will insert within every other row for neatness. 

1. Click where you want to insert the picture . Start in the left column and first row of the table.

(To insert the picture on a drawing canvas, select the canvas.) 

2. On the Insert menu, point to Picture, and then click From File. 

3. Locate the picture you want to insert. 

4. Double-click the picture you want to insert.

5. Click on picture and grasp handle to resize.

6. In the right column and first row of the table, place your text, explaining why you chose the picture/clip for your movie/video.

7. For neatness, skip a row before adding the next picture and text, so your next picture and text will be in the third row. All subsequent pictures will be in rows 5, 7, 9, etc.
